
I would like to clarify homework expectations for my fourth graders.  
I expect my fourth graders to use their planner to record homework assignments given on a daily or weekly basis. I spend time in class about 10 minutes each day assigning homework and teaching the kids how to use their planners. I have them write the assignment in the proper subject and date grid using the planner.  
As a general rule we would like to teach our children how to use the planner so that they are taking responsibility for their homework. However, if parents want to monitor the homework then the benefits of posting homework assignments for the week in advance is an alternative. As I am adjusting to the pace of the fourth grade curriculum I prefer to assign homework daily via the planner.  I do plan on posting homework once I become proficient at doing so. This may take about one more month to actually happen.
