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A long time ago in Ancient Mesopotamia, the land between the two rivers, lived people in the region of Sumer. Sumer was an easy place to invade, and many invasions happened since Mesopotamia had no borders. Mud was a main product used as walls and in houses. Very soon jobs took place, such as irrigation for crops. That meant trades needed to be recorded, and the art of writing was born.

There were many stages of development before writing finally occurred. At first writing was just for recording trades, stock, and mainly clay tablets were used. Then as writing became more complex, other uses of it came as well. Using the reed- a wedged stick, Sumerians soon began to draw, write letters, and record important historical events. 

As writing slowly developed, the use of objects they wrote on changed too. Later people began carving bricks, tablets and seals to write and draw on too. Each object had different purposes and different writing on them. For example “Prisms” are used for specific campaigns about successes of the military. 

The people who wrote or drew pictures/words are called Scribes. Usually rich families can provide money for his/her child. Boys were mainly the ones who went to learn to be a scribe, occasionally girls learned too. Being a scribe was an honorable job, but tough. Young scribes are taught for 5 years in school, and have to learn over 500 symbols. Tablets were used in school as well. A curriculum tablet was used for young scribes and the Round Tablet too. Not many people can become scribes, since it was scarce Sumerians learned (and remembered) how to write.  
In conclusion I feel Mesopotamia developed several things we use today, writing is one of them. The next two would be the plow and the wheel. Writing today is one of the most commonly used subjects. Today writing is everywhere, used everywhere, seen everywhere, thanks (possibly) to the Sumerians.
