OUTDOOR EDUCATION DEPARTURE INFORMATION


The week of March 15-19, 2010, is Eastshore’s week of outdoor school on Catalina Island.  On Monday, March 15, 2010, students need to meet at the Catalina Passenger Service Terminal at the Balboa Pavilion in Newport Beach between 7:45 and 8:00 a.m.  Contact your child’s homeroom teacher for transportation problems and carpool opportunities.  Directions are below.  Students are allowed a maximum of two bags.  One bag should be for clothing and a second bag for bedding and towels.  If everything fits in one bag, then students should bring that.  All luggage is to be tagged with the colored ribbon attached to this letter so it can be easily identified as belonging to Eastshore students.  Packed near the top of student’s duffel bag or suit case needs to be a double-bagged sack lunch with his/her name on it.  The lunch will not be needed until we arrive the marine institute at Toyon Bay.  DO NOT CARRY LUNCHES.  A STUDENT MUST BE ABLE TO CARRY HIS/HER OWN LUGGAGE WITHOUT DRAGGING IT.

Upon arrival at the Balboa Pavilion, students need to find and check-in with Mr. Minyard for roll taking purposes.  We are meeting on the sidewalk in front of the Nautical Heritage Museum.  Then students will see Mr. Brooks and parent volunteers who will check student’s body temperatures.  Catalina Passenger Service’s Catalina Flyer will depart for Avalon at 9:00 a.m.  We need all parents’ help in helping students keep the sidewalk free of luggage.  Luggage should be lined up on the inland side of the sidewalk beginning at Pizza Pete and ending at the Ferris wheel.

Medication and the accompanying form should be turned in by Tuesday prior to departure.  Medication forms are available on Eastshore’s web site.


Our return on Friday will be at the Balboa Pavilion at 5:45 p.m.  Catalina Passenger Service can be reached at 673-5245 to confirm the Flyer’s arrival.


We have included an additional copy of the packing list on the reverse side in case you have misplaced the original one.  You’ll also find your child’s address for next week.  Please do note that there is no cell telephone reception in Toyon Bay, so students will not be able to receive or make cellular telephone calls.  Students enjoy receiving a letter from home while they are away.  Mail takes two to three days to get to us from the mainland.
